The Hand Dominance Problem
Gather as many of your friends and classmates as you can and write down everyone’s name in the spreadsheet.  Then, ask someone with a stopwatch to volunteer to time this activity.

a) Ask the time keeper to clock 20 seconds while everyone attempts to write down the first letter of their last name with the right hand as many times as possible.  Then, let the time keeper obtain the number of times they were able to do this with their right hand, and enter this data into a spreadsheet.

b) Ask the time keeper to clock 20 seconds while everyone does the same with their left hand.  Once again, let the time keeper ask everyone their number and organize this data into the same spreadsheet as above.

c) Graph the counts for the right hand and the left hand on the same chart, using a line graph.

d) Analyze and interpret the graph.

e) Is anyone ambidextrous?
